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Death Registration 

Documents needed: 

 

- The original death certificate translated and legalised by the office of the 

Department of Foreign Affairs and Trade in the state   (AU$ 9.00). 

 

- Death Certificate to be filled out by the deceased’s son or daughter or one of 

his/her heirs . 

- The latest Syrian passport and Syrian ID card of the deceased (if available). 

- Death certificate fee and sending a copy of it to the family of the deceased (AU$ 

16.00).  

- All fees should be payed by one money order in the name of the Syrian Embassy. 

- A stamped and self addressed envelope (registered mail). After receiving the 

papers from the Embassy, you should send them personally to Syria to follow up.

Upon receiving the above mentioned documents, the Embassy will register the 

death incident in the Embassy and send the documents to the Department of Civil 

Registration in Syria to register the incident there. The Embassy will send back a 

copy of the death registration to the family of the deceased. 

 

Note: The Embassy can not register the incident if it had occurred a year before the 

registration date. In this case, the registry should take place in Syria after legalising 

the required documents from the Embassy. 

 

Transporting a corpse to Syria 

 

Documents needed: 

 

1- Death certificate translated and legalised by the office of the Department of 

Foreign Affairs and Trade in the state . 

2- Certificate of embalming issued by the mortuary shows that the body has been 

embalmed and ready to be transported overseas in accordance with the regulation 

of the state of .................. 
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3- Medical certificate that shows the reasons of death and proves that it was not 

because of a contagious disease. The certificate should be translated and legalised 

by the office of the Department of Foreign Affairs and Trade in the State. 

4- Passport of the deceased to return it to Syria. 

5- Flight itinerary which will transport the corpse and the name of the person who 

will receive the corpse in Syria. 

6- Corpse transportation document fee (AU$ 43.00) 

7- All fees should be payed by one money order in the name of the Syrian 

Embassy. 

8- A stamped and self addressed envelope (registered mail). After receiving the 

papers from the Embassy, you should send them personally to Syria to follow up.

The corpse destined for Syria must be placed in a metal liner containing sawdust or 

charcoal mixed with a suitable disinfectant. The metal liner is placed in a heavy 

wooden casket, hermetically sealed one inch thick. The ends of the casket should 

be sealed with a steel band. This, in turn, is enclosed in an Australian standard 

wooden shipping box. 

 

 

Note:  

According to the Syrian regulations, the corpse of a Syrian citizen can be 

transported to its homeland free of charges on the Syrian Airlines. The corpse 

should be transported to a terminal where the Syrian Airlines can reach and then 

the Syrian Airlines will transport the corpse to Syria for free. 
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
