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"Marriage Registration" 

 
1- Marriage Certificate. 

2- Birth Certificate of the non-Syrian spouse. 

3- Certificate of religion (Islam, Baptism). 

4- Health Report for both spouses shows the compatibility of the blood groups 

for the two spouses and that they are HIV negative. 

5- All the above mentioned documents should be translated and the translation 

legalised by the Department of Foreign Affairs and Trade in the state. The 

documents then to be sent to the Embassy with the legalisation fees (AU$ 

9.00) for each document to be paid by one money order directed to the Syrian 

Embassy. 

6- Fill out a copy of the consular registration form (for those who have not done 

so) with two personal photos and (AU$ 9.00) fees to be added to the previous 

fees. 

7- A self-addressed paid to send the documents back to the applicant. The 

documents should be sent to the Syrian Embassy on the following address:
