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Power of Attorney 
 

A power of attorney can be done in one of the following methods: 

 

First:  

 

The principal (who gives the power) should call the Embassy for an 

appointment, and bring the following documents:  

1- Syrian ID card, the latest Syrian passport or Australian passport. 

2- A copy of the ID card of the agent (who receives the power) in Syria. 

3- (Syrians Only) Complete the consular application form  and send two 

personal photos (AU$ 9.00). Those who have done so should send a copy 

of the old registration. 

4- Documents related to the kinds of the power of attorney that the 

Embassy can issue: 

- A power of attorney to sell a property: You should provide a copy of a 

document that shows the principal's possession of the property. 

- A power of attorney of inheritance: You should provide a copy of the 

inheritance distribution document (and the minor's custody document, if 

any). 

- A power of attorney of divorce: You should provide a copy of the 

marriage contract or a copy of the family document. 

- Termination of power of attorney: You should provide a copy of the 

original power of attorney. 

- A power of attorney can be done by more than one principal, but no 

more than one agent can be nominated in it. 

 

5- The fee for a general power of attorney is (AU$ 43.00), and for a 

special power of attorney is (AU$ 22.00). The same fees are applied for 

the termination of the power of attorney. 

 

Second: 

 

If the principal could not come to the Embassy, the power of attorney can 

be conducted by the notary public either in Arabic or in English, and then 

legalised by the office of the Department of Foreign Affairs and Trade in 

the state.  

 

1- The power of attorney can be in Arabic at the notary public, signed and 

sealed by him then legalised by the office of the Department of Foreign 

Affairs and Trade in the state. 

2- Type the power of attorney at the notary public by either Arabic or 

English. 
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- The power of attorney should contain the principal's ID card number, 

his/her Syrian passport, driving license or Australian passport. 

- The power of attorney should be legalised by the notary public and then 

by the office of the Department of Foreign Affairs and Trade in the State. 

- (Syrians Only) Complete the consular application form and send two 

personal photos (AU$ 9.00). Those who have done so should send a copy 

of the old registration.  

- Legalising a power of attorney fee (AU$ 9.00). 

- All fees should be payed by one money order in the name of the Syrian 

Embassy. 

- A stamped and self addressed envelope (registered mail).
